
world Prehistoric Village of  the Bronze Age, confirm the ancient 
visits of  this territory before the historical age. The Prehistoric 
Village in Nola, the so called Pompeii of  the Prehistoric Age, is 
an extraordinary archaeological site of  the Ancient Bronze Age, 
buried by the eruption of   Vesuvius, also called eruption of  the 
Pumice Stones of  Avellino (1800-1600 b.C.). The rarity, the only 
in the world, of  this discovery in Nola is due to the fact that the 
huts, buried by the vulcanic eruption, have kept themselves thanks 
to their mould in the mud and in the ash which has covered them, 
also sealing all the furnishings which were in them at the moment 
of  the ruinous event. For the first time it has been possible to 
understand the shape of  these buildings, the warp of  the roofs 
and the carpentry and which organization the inhabitants gave to 
the house spaces, in the carrying out of  the daily activities. It’s an 
extraordinary image of  a prehistoric industrious community 
destroyed by the destructive force of  Vesuvius.

The proofs of  the “ancient world” of  a town like Nola, one of  
the oldest, important and rich in Campania, are considerable.

The richness of  Nola and of  the whole territory is testified by 
very important grave outfits ennobled by the presence of  real 
ceramic masterpieces, in particular in attic style, which enriched 
the most important museums in the world (Naples, London, Bonn, 
Berlin and many others) and which today you can see in the local 
museums.

An important collection of  vases, jewels, holster belts and all 
that the dead needed in the Hades, in according to that time culture 
often made precious by pictures (famous the Nolan Samnite 
Warrior’s grave, a symbol of  the Samnite Art), it can be admired 
at the Historic-Archaeological Museum in Nola (like the wonderful 
finds of  the Prehistoric Village of  Nola). In Nola and Avella 
important archaeoligical remains are easily evident in the streets 
of  the two towns. Not to lose two of  the most ancient amphitheatres 
in the world, which are in good conditions and are particularly 
suggestive. The Nolan one, now object of  great excavations, is 
almost contemporary with that in  Pompei and it has a great 
dimension (138m x 108m about), with a rich marble equipment; 
we have it thanks to a great flood which preserved it almost 
integral.
